Mr. Gray reviewed his Mid-Month Update with the Board. He mentioned that “Air Scrubbers” have
been purchased for the Mobile Classrooms to help with the moisture issues that have been
encountered. He informed the Board that the ESC has been awarded, by the Ohio Mental Health and
Addiction Services, a “4-Year” Grant, worth $520,000 a year, to promote early childhood social and
emotional learning and to prevent substance abuse and create safe and violence free school climates.
The Assistant Superintendent presented a Strategic Plan Update and spoke on the “Straight A” funds
available to School Districts.
